Inquiry Question


	How do we improve students’ ability to translate authentic Latin in order to increase students’ Latin literacy?


Process 
	We did several rounds of data collection. We gave students samples of Latin to read and asked them to answer grammar and content questions. Over the course of several rounds of experimentation we either gave away or added supports (e.g. vocabulary lists, syntax, grammar forms, etc.) in order to identify where students’ weaknesses may exist. We used PLT meeting to develop, score, and analyze the results of these experiments. We identified students’ strengths and weaknesses and began to discuss how to address these findings in our classrooms. 


Findings 
	We determined that knowledge of Latin vocabulary is a major factor of a student’s ability to effectively translate. Students scored better on the experiments when they had vocabulary supplied to them than they did when they had only syntax or grammar supplied. 
We also determined that experience with reading greatly helps student performance. The more reading a student is exposed to, the better their chances to improve their reading ability. 


Recommendations / Next Steps 
	1. Increase focus on vocabulary.

2. Require students to memorize more vocabulary per each unit.
3. Incorporate review vocabulary on new vocabulary quizzes.

4. Add more comprehensive vocabulary review tests to the curriculum. 

5. Try to incorporate more Latin readings.
