Inquiry Question


	What teaching methods/activities can we use to enhance students’ understanding of recognizing and utilizing special triangles inside of all geometric figures?



Process 
	We looked at final exam and identified which questions students had most difficulty understanding.
We focused in on one major topic, applications of special triangle.  We created an activity for a 30-60-90 degree triangle and 45-45-90 degree triangle, which we implemented in class.  We used informal and formal assessments such as exits, quizzes, tests, etc. We have collected data from the 2010 Ch.7 test, the 2011 Chapter 7 test, and the 2010 final exam.  We are waiting to see how the students perform this year on the final exam.  We have identified specific questions on the final that focused on the special triangles.



Findings 
	The activity went really well.  At a glance the students performed significantly better on the chapter 7 tests this year than last year.



Recommendations / Next Steps 
	We would like to continue doing this activity and incorporate more activities in to the curriculum.
We would like to identify other areas that students are having difficulty with and focus on creating activities and lessons on those areas.
