	Deepening Teacher Content Knowledge 


Inquiry Question


	How do we integrate SmartBoard Activities into our High School math classrooms in order to teach students how to connect the numerical, algebraic and graphical representations of functions?


Process 
	We subdivided into 3 smaller groups, which each dealt with one course. We spent our first few sessions exploring what would now be possible since all teachers have Smartboards and some of the associated, relevant software. Each group developed lessons which we felt enabled us to present key concepts in a more dynamic, interactive way using the software and SmartBoard.  We then tested the students and did some statistical analysis of the results. 


Findings 
	Due to the myriad sources of variability in a given population, we felt that comparing this year’s cohorts of students to last years was not meaningful. While some statistics showed a distinct improvement, some showed no change. There are too many possible reasons for changes in test scores, including the many facets in the mix of students, the teacher’s presentation, and issues in demonstrating the technology itself.  We resorted to anecdotal data, which was overall positive.


Recommendations / Next Steps 
	The teams have been continuing to develop similar lessons on a regular basis, with variations based on individual preferences for full-time vs. part-time use of the Smartboards. One of the determining factors is that not all teachers have the necessary software to take full advantage of the Smartboards due to budgetary limitations.
