Inquiry Question             

	“How do we make the CMS math program more effective for at-risk students in order to improve their performance?”




Process 

	1) Discussed teaching strategies that could engage discouraged learners

2) Surveyed all students at the middle school on number sense skills

3) Attempted a few teaching strategies to engage students




Findings 

	1) Strategies that engage learners are challenging to implement on a frequent basis

2) Certain number sense concepts clearly improve as students progress through CMS

3) Certain number sense skills do not improve.

4) Overall, students in the 8th grade 2-year algebra course performed at a very low level on the number sense survey.




Recommendations / Next Steps 

	1) The group would like to conduct a similar survey in successive years to track individual struggling students academic progress at CMS

2) Next year the group would like to focus on effective teaching strategies to engage the at-risk math student, and help them to maintain (or improve) their basic skills.
