Guiding Theme

	-Differentiation and reduction of Tier 2 and 3 students through intervention cycles


Inquiry Question


	How can we use what we know about phonological awareness and phonics instruction in intervention groups to differentiate for all students and reduce the number of tier 2 and tier 3 students?



Process 
	-Collected data (DIBELS and PASI, letter/sound inventory) (Screener and Diagnostic)
-Analyzed data (Reading and K team collaboration)

-Grouped students according to data/skills needed

-Planned for and implemented cycle 1 of intervention

-Progress Monitored students

-Repeat Process (5 cycles total)




Findings 
	-We would like to begin introducing phonics skills earlier in the year
-Smaller groups are most effective for Tier 3 kids

-Using ongoing data to determine Tier 3 groupings/release of students

-Comparison of BOY data to EOY data

-Use of data folders/data tracking

-Spreadsheets

-We need to look at data in different ways (controlled group of kids over years, year to year with different K populations, individual case studies) to ensure validity of data

-Ample and well trained interventionists are vital




Recommendations / Next Steps 
	-Continue our work into next year-need more time
-Look at individual students as case studies over years

-Develop a template for collecting and sorting data

-Compare work done this year to same students in first grade

-Follow this student population through 2nd grade

-Compare 2010-2011 K class with 2009-2010
-Continue to provide PD for aides and interventionists
