Inquiry Question


	How do we collect and use data to create targeted small groups in order to improve student math skills?



Process 
	1. Team created common assessment that targeted specific benchmarks. 
2. Team administered common assessment. 

3. Team analyzed data.  

4. Team prioritized needs – what skills do fourth graders need to master by June? What skills do students need first in order to meet the next skill?

5. Team developed common progress monitoring assessments for each targeted skill and a measurable goal. 

6. Team developed lessons/strategies to improve performance and decided on timeline for reassessment. 

7. Team implemented skill groups. 

8. Team gave progress monitoring assessments. 

9. Team analyzed data and regrouped skill groups. 

10. Team implemented a second group of skill groups. (steps 7-9 were repeated 5-6 times per a class)

11. Team collected data and analyzed data to answer inquiry question. 


Findings 
	1. Targeted skill groups can improve student learning/outcomes. 
2. Targeted skill groups require additional staff support in order to work effectively. 

3. Targeted skill groups need to be more than once a week for 30-45 minutes. 

4. Teachers were able to use to the data collected to inform their instruction.


Recommendations / Next Steps 
	1. Implement targeted skill groups next fall using the format and materials created by the team. 
2. Continue with the inquiry question by creating a second common assessment based on 4th grade benchmarks and enduring understandings and a second round of targeted skill groups.
