Inquiry Question


	How do we implement reading strategies in order to support and improve student completion and comprehension of at-home literature reading?



Process 
	1. Created a survey for 11th grade students on reading strategies used during their 10th grade Odyssey Unit and which worked best.
2. Analyzed the data and created a new survey for the 10th grade students.

3. Implemented certain reading strategies and compared the results during The Odyssey Unit.

4. Assessed feedback from student surveys on which reading strategies were most successful.




Findings 
	1. Reading out loud in class was a highly successful strategy.
2. Doing study guide questions for homework was a highly successful strategy for both college prep and honors classes.
3. Reading a summary before reading the book and watching the movie before reading the book were moderately successful strategies.




Recommendations / Next Steps 
	1. Analyze responses to number four on our survey which asks students to attribute reading comprehension to a specific strategy.
2. Compare data on student self-reporting to student assessments (reading quizzes, essays etc.)
