Inquiry Question


	How do we develop instructional strategies that ensure students use appropriate internet sources in order to support their research in projects?



Process 
	· We initially looked at student work (using warm and cool feedback protocol) to decide if there was a legitimate concern.
· We then looked at teacher instructions (using the same protocol) to see if the problem lay in the communication of the instructions.

· We then began to brainstorm and develop ways to aid our students in getting them to utilize and practice better online research strategies.
· We continued to analyze student work to see if what we were implementing was making a valued contribution to their research skills.




Findings 
	· Our initial findings through student work were that our students are not consistently finding accurate online primary and secondary sources.
· We also discovered that teacher directions and rubrics were not always clear.  However, this was not the only contributing factor to the lack of adequate resources.  

· We concluded that students were relying too heavily on easy and basic research strategies such as Google search and wiki’s.  




Recommendations / Next Steps 
	· Our recommendation is to continue to try implementing new strategies and give our students new tools to use to aid in their research
· Relook at student work next year to see if our strategies are working
· Continue to revise as need be
