Inquiry Question


	How do we teach study skills to improve academic success in the ninth grade?




Process 

	The group has decided to develop a ninth grade academic survival guide.  It will be broken down into three categories: study skills, test taking strategies and organizational skills.  We have consulted with ninth grade teachers on what they are teaching for academic success skills.  We have also looked at the ninth grade advisory curriculum and what study skills they were going to address.  We did not have time to disseminate pre/post survey.



Findings 

	Students need formal guides and instruction on how to develop organizational, study skills and test taking strategies.  Eighth and ninth grade teachers should be consistent with what they are teaching so all students are getting the same message.



Recommendations / Next Steps 

	Give pre-survey

Have a control group for ninth graders and some are given the brochure and some are not.
Then give post survey.  Talk with all eighth and ninth grade teachers.
