	Meta-cognitive development about writing


Inquiry Question


	How can we measure students’ meta-cognition about their writing?



Process 
	-Conducted research about student meta-cognition and its influence on student writing, finding a strong correlation between stronger meta-cognitive skills and stronger academic writing skills.
-Examined an initial collection of data to develop meta-cognition rubric categories.

-Developed meta-cognition Rubric. 

-Developed student meta-cognition assignment.

-Assigned meta-cognition assessment in several English classes. 

-Collected first round of data and used Rubric to assess students’ meta-cognitive reflections about writing.



Findings 
	-We identified 3 major categories of student meta-cognitive writing.
-We used these 3 categories to develop an appropriate Rubric to measure student meta-cognition about writing.

-We found that different elicitation measures result in different kinds of meta-cognitive responses, and we aligned our prompts to elicit the kind of responses measured by our Rubric.




Recommendations / Next Steps 
	-We will decide on the best method for increasing student meta-cognition, and examine the parallels (suggested by current research) between meta-cognition and student writing.
-We may modify the rubric for writing across different disciplines.
