· Provides students with smaller communities of learning.

· Gives students a sense of team identity.

· Allows students to develop closer relationships with their teachers.

· Promotes effective communication among teachers, guidance counselors, and administrators.

· Provides effective means of communication with parents and more in-depth parent conferences.
· Allows for planning of interdisciplinary as well as discipline-based activities and projects.

· Allows teachers to change the schedule for their team to accommodate special projects and presentations.
· Minimizes transition time because classrooms are located in close proximity.

· Provides students with a carefully planned diversity of teaching styles and personalities.

· Enables effective communication between grade levels regarding transition.

· Allows teachers to monitor student academic and personal progress with a “whole child” approach.
